The Mission of
HomeCare Assist

CGH HomeCare Assist aims to help needy
patients discharged with chronic illness
and/or disabilities to continue staying and
be cared for in their own homes. Without
this assistance, low-income families had
previously tried to make do without the
homecare necessit ies result ing in
deterioration of the patients’ health and
readmission to hospital or subsequent
admission to nursing homes.

The programme funds their homecare
expenses on a co-payment basis as we
believe that our patient and his family should
continue to take primary responsibility for
the patients’ well being. The quantum of
financial assistance depends on the patient’s
circumstances as each case is reviewed by
our Medical Social Workers (MSWs).

How It All Started

The CGH HomeCare Assist programme was
developed in May 2002 with the patient and
his family caregiver in mind. It is a CGH
patient welfare charity that operates out of
the hospital’s Health Endowment Fund. The
programme was officially launched on 10
July 2002 by Mr Zainul Abidin Rasheed,
Mayor of Northeast CDC and MP for Aljunied
GRC.

On 8 June 2004, CGH set a Guinness World
Record for creating the World’s Longest Poh
Piah (206.32m long), the kick-off fundraiser
for HomeCare Assist with our staff, 270 chefs
from all over Singapore and community
leaders including the NorthEast CDC’s
Mayor.

In 2006, CGH co-celebrated its 10th Birthday
with HomeCare Assist activities - the launch
of the Big Hearts Community Fair and Charity
Bazaar. A photographic exhibition, “At the
Cutting Edge” was concurrently organised
as well. The mega event graced by Guest-
of-Honour Dr Tony Tan, Chairman, SPH,
drew an audience of over 100 invited guests,
comprising grassroots leaders, Changi
Healthcare Hub partners and retired staff.
More than 28 stalls were set up by CGH
staff and supporters for the “Big Hearts”
char i ty bazaar to ra ise funds.  A
commendable $9000 was raised in that single
day.

The programme provides assistance to
ensure that discharged patients are able to
return home and continue to live with their
families. Through this programme, patients
receive short-term assistance during the
initial period after discharge. Thereafter, our
MSWs will arrange for longer-term support
and assistance from Voluntary Welfare
Organisations or Community Development
Councils.
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What is HomeCare Assist?



The programme assists needy patients with
home modification, medical and other
homecare equipment and consummable
supplies. The assistance provided includes:

a) Home Modifications to make the home
more friendly for those who are bed or
wheelchair bound
• installation of grab bars and commodes
• widening of doorways
• leveling of curbs or building ramps at

the entrances of the living room, kitchen,
toilet/bathroom

• installation of anti-slip flooring
• ‘monkey pole’ to help the patient switch

from a lying to a sitting position
• conversion of squatting to sitting toilets

b) Medical/Other Equipment to the patient
to be cared for at home
• oxygen concentrators, nebulisers,

suction motors, hospital beds, special
wheelchairs. Beneficiar ies are
encouraged to return the equipment
when no longer in use so that someone
else may use them.

c) Consummable Supplies that are
regularly used and may pose a financial
burden on the family
• adult diapers, feeding tubes, special

feeds, wound dressings

d) Transport Fees incurred for regular
a t t e n d a n c e  a t  c l i n i c s  o r  d a y
rehabilitation centres to encourage
continued use of these services to support
patients at home.

e) Respite Care to enable the family
caregiver to take a break to prevent
emotional stress
• a short period (1 to 2 weeks) of respite

care for the patient in an appropriate
residential facility such as a community
hospital

f) Personal Care Services to help pay for
personal care, such as bathing; home
help and meal delivery services for frail
elderly who prefer to remain in their own
homes.

Fundraising for
HomeCare Assist

HomeCare Assist conducts a fundraising
drive every two years. We successfully raised
$470,653 in 2002-03 and $289,687 in 2004-
05. The “Big Hearts” fundraising drive (held
from July to September 2006) raised
$162,000 for 2006-07, through pledge cards,
matching grants from NECDC, outright
donations and the charity bazaar.

What Our Beneficiaries
Received

In 2004, we disbursed $159,844 to 116
patients. Programme activity continued to
grow and we managed to reduce the cost
of our consumables and we disbursed
$139,327 to 178 patients in 2005.

In 2006, we helped 186 patients through
total disbursements of $127,852. In 2007,
we disbursed $139,723 to 188 patients.
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What HomeCare Assist Provides For
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Soh enjoys being able to move around the
neighbourhood on her own, meet up with
friends and lead a more meaningful life. Her
only child, an 18-year old student is grateful
and relieved that CGH HomeCare Assist
has helped her mother regain independence
and her family to cope with their loss.

Independent Again

A sheltered lifestyle was what 58-year old
Madam Soh Ah Eng was used to. Depending
substantially on her husband for care, Madam
Soh got to the point that she no longer
performed basic activities such as cooking,
shopping and going to the market. Due to
her spouse’s protective ways, she was losing
her ability to function independently.

The turning point for Madam Soh came when
her husband passed away. With her source
of support gone, Madam Soh was persuaded
to join a day rehabilitation programme.
Thanks to CGH HomeCare Assist’s
intervention in providing transport, Madam
Soh was able to attend the Salvation Army
day rehabilitation programme. She was
reconditioned and aided to gradually take
on some daily living activities.

Recounts Mr Chen, physiotherapist with
Salvation Army’s Day Centre in Bedok North,
“Ah Eng is a source of inspiration for her
friends here. She has improved tremendously
– from wheelchair bound to independent
indoor mobility. We are training her towards
independent ambulation in the community.
It is very delightful and rewarding to see a
client come out of depression, like Ah Eng
did and move on to motivate others around
her.”

A Place to Call Home
82-year old Mr Ng Ching Kay may not
remember how deplorable his 2-room flat in
Tanjong Rhu was a year ago. Completely
infested with bedbugs, Mr Ng had lived in it
for years with his 2 sons, who helped take
care of him. Before CGH HomeCare Assist
stepped in, the daycare facility Mr Ng was
attending refused to let him use their services
due to the pervasive bugs problem - the pest
issue was apparent from Mr Ng’s clothing
to every piece of furniture and household
appliance.

Our Care Coordinator (CC) recalls vividly
how service providers - St. Hilda Community
Services (located at the next block from Mr
Ng’s flat) were sought out to facilitate the
‘clean-up’ of his house, even the disposal
and transport services of the Town Council
were roped in. After successfully persuading
Mr Ng’s sons to support the cause, the CC
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sought out sponsorship of fumigation
services and donations of paint and clothing
– thus saving the family $400.

CGH HomeCare Assist provided another
$400 to buy used furniture, which were
shifted into the house at the end of the
eventful day. Mr Ng’s sons played their part
in painting the house a week later, a further
step to curb the pest problem.

With the hygiene problem sorted out, Mr Ng
now attends a daily rehabilitation programme
at Geylang Daycare Centre. He is cheerful
and contented with his current living
arrangements. His sons remain his constant
source of support.
